Connect the C079.079 male twist lock plug to the whip that is attached to the device. The cord should be
connected with the green wire hooked to terminal G, white wire connected to terminal W, red wire connected
to terminal X and the black wire connected to terminal Y (see wiring diagram on page 2).

2. Attach 503060 Wireless Remote Control Operator to backstop or divider winch or to clamp on mast pipe for an
electric height adjuster using hardware supplied in a location that allows the operator to be plugged into the
receptacle installed by the electrician (see below illustrations).

3. Insert winch cord plug into female receptacle that is mounted in the 503060 Wireless Remote Control Operator.
