SOLUTIONS FOR BIOCLIMATIC FACADES

DESCRIPTION

Sun Sensor enables the measurement of the ambient luminosity of the light level on the facade with a measurement
range between 5 Klux and 65Klux.

INSTALLATION PROCEDURES

1. The sun sensor is mounted on the facade in the direction facing the sun using the bracket furnished with the sensor.
Optionally the sensor can be pole mounted on a mast furnished by others with the wiring routed on either the interior
or exterior of the mast. The sensor mounting position on the fagade surface should not shaded by trees, overhangs or
other building structures.

2. The sensor is furnished with a 2 meter wiring whip to facilitate termination into a typical construction J-Box. If the
J-Box is mounted on the exterior of the building it must be weather proof.

3. Wiring from the J-Box to the Somfy Outside Sensor box is via 2 conductor 14AWG stranded wire. Wiring is not
polarity sensitive. Wiring distance between the sensor and the outside sensor box should not exceed 300 feet.
